DIRECTIONS

e Cross I-20; go about 5 miles

e Take left by Sportsman’s Corner Store

e  When this dead-ends into Hwy.28 turn
right.

e After the fork, keep watch on the left for

“Grace Site” sign.
e Take left dirt road, bear to the left until
you reach the site.
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Absolutely no drinking of alcoholic beverages.

No pets are allowed.

Beach area is reserved for swimming only.

No boats or water skiing allowed in swimming area.
Boaters need to watch for swimmers in the cove at all
times.

The speed limit while on the property is 15 mph.

Fires are permitted only in designated areas, and
must be water quenched before leaving. No fires are
to be built on the beach.

The use of firearms is prohibited.

Swimming is permitted only in the designated area.
All swimming, especially that of children, must be
closely supervised by an adult.

Boat launching and mooring is permitted only in the
designated area.

Boat operators shall pull in tow rope immediately
following drop of skier at the facility.

Boats are not to be left tied to the dock except to
load and unload.

No “horse playing” (pushing or shoving) by anyone on
the boat dock.
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Camp facilities include a building with tables,
bathrooms, swimming area with beach, picnic
area and boat landing.

Our camp area is maintained by volunteers from
within the congregation. There is no trash pick-up;
therefore, please help keep the area clean and
carry your trash with you.

Keys to the facilities are available from the church
office for a nominal fee of $3.00. remember to
lock the gate behind you each time you enter or
exit. Members shall not lend access keys to non-
members. A member can lend a key only to mem-
bers of his/her immediate family. The last person
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from the Committee. Overnight camping has to be
above the 346’ pool level marked on the trees
with the red band.
